REPORTS:
Report from Fire Chief

Fire Chief Banks reported the incidents for the month of July, 2008 were 10 fire calls, 90 EMS/Rescue calls, 1 Hazardous Condition calls, 18 Service Calls, 22 Good Intent calls and 8 false calls and other calls (citizen complaint).  Chief Banks also stated that as of August 1, 2008 the Strike Team has put in a total of 2,234 hour, with the Butte Fire being the most.  Chief Banks informed the committee that the Fire Master Plan recommended removing three (3) trucks from service.
Report from Police Chief

Police Chief Hawthorne gave an update on the arrest for the month of July, there were 236 arrests, which was down from the previous month and brings the total for the year to 1,854.    Chief Hawthorne reported that the tentative start date for the wall is August 25, 2008 and that the graffiti cameras are on order.  Chief Hawthorne also reported that the Street Crimes Unit conducted an Alcohol Buy Program in which sixteen (16) different stores had decoys attempt to purchase alcohol and only two (2) allowed the juvenile to purchase alcohol.  Both clerks were cited and a report was forwarded to the Department of Alcohol Beverage Control.
